What is Band Camp?

Band camp is an opportunity for all Marching Band and Color Guard students to come together for 3 full days of intensive training for the up coming season.  Band Camp is where much of the drill and music is first learned.  It’s also a chance for the band to come together and build as a unit both musically and socially.  

BAND CAMP IS REQUIRED of any student who wants to participate in the marching band/color guard.  Students are expected to take work off for those days and reschedule any drivers education they may have set up. Only in rare approved situations (by Mr. Pendleton) will students be allowed to miss time at band camp.

Everything is included in the price of $200. Food will include a breakfast, lunch, dinner, and snacks, water, and Gatorade. Band Camp is a safe and fun experience for the students as there is always a certified teacher and many parents who donate their time chaperoning. Band Camp is a school-sponsored event and all school rules and policies are enforced.

· It is important that students are dropped off before 7:30; we start calisthenics promptly at 7:30.  

Students are taught “To be early is to be on time, to be on time is to be late”.
